QUEEN CREEK, AZ.  Schnepf Farms is getting ready to unveil its 5th “Celebrity” who 

has been carved in their 10-acre cornfield. The Celebrity Maze premiered five years ago 
when Larry King visited Schnepf Farms to see his likeness carved in over 10 acres of 
corn for his 70th birthday. That maze was followed by Jay Leno, who sent a television 
crew and Oprah Winfrey. Luis Gonzales was the last “Celebrity” carved into the maize 

when he and his family flew out the day before his final game with the Diamondbacks.
“It’s an extensive process,” says Mark Schnepf, owner “we have to plan on who we are 

carving five months before we open the farm. According to the Schnepf’s, the corn is 

planted in June and carved in July. It takes plenty of water and fertilizer to make sure it 

grows 6 to 8’ tall by October.  The surprise guest is scheduled to fly over the maize 

October 1st, 2007 at 7:30am. It will be the first time that he and his family have seen the 

10 acre field of corn.
Schnepf Farms chartered a helicopter that will fly he and his family over the farm 
for the big surprise, a 15 minute press conference will be held immediately after the 
helicopter touches down. 
A second chartered helicopter has been arranged to take any photographers up to shoot

individual photos of the maze. The helicopter will be at the farm from 7:30am to 
8:30am. The “Celebrity 10 acre corn maize” features 4 miles of pathway’s and is included 
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in the price of admission for Schnepf Farms largest fall festival called The Pumpkin & 
Chili Party which has just been voted as “Arizona’s Best Fall Attraction,” by Phoenix 

Magazine for the second year in a row. . “People tell me all the time that our farm 

reminds them of visiting Knott’s Berry Farm about 25 years ago.” Says Carrie Schnepf, 

owner. “That’s what we love doing, creating a place where people can make some 

wonderful memories…hopefully this maze will be a fun memory for Steve and his 

family.” “How many people can say, they have been carved in a field of corn?....not 

many,” say Schnepf..
The Pumpkin & Chili Party runs every Thursday through Sunday in October beginning 

October 4th. .Admission is $14.00 per person, but discount tickets for $2.00 off  
can be purchased at any Fry’s grocery store.. Children 2 and under are FREE. For more
